should be put into the green curbside recycling carts.

PLASTIC BOTTLES, JARS, & JUGS ... Empty & clean
plastic bottles, jars, and jugs, like from water, milk, pop, juice,
laundry detergent, bleach, coffee, shampoo, peanut butter,
etc. Lids may be left on, but bottles must be empty.

PAPER & CARDBOARD ... junk mail, office paper,
magazines & catalogs, newspapers & inserts, books,
flattened cardboard boxes, flattened cereal & snack boxes,

clean pizza boxes, etc.

METAL CANS ... Empty & clean aluminum cans, steel
food cans, aerosol cans (lids & tips removed)
